STATEMENT OF CAPABILITY


The Government of Grenada (GOGR) has received financing from the Caribbean Development Bank (CDB) towards the cost of the Schools Rehabilitation and Reconstruction Project. It is intended that part of the proceeds of this financing will be applied to a contract for the provision of Engineering Services for the project. This project comprises the rehabilitation and reconstruction of schools which sustained severe damage during the passage of Hurricane Ivan in 2004 and Hurricane Emily in 2005. The Project components include design services, construction supervision, institutional strengthening and the procurement of furniture and equipment (for the beneficiary schools).


The GOGR is seeking to recruit an individual consultant (Civil Engineer) as Project Engineer to assist in the management of the Project through the provision of technical support to the Project Coordinator. The consultancy is expected to be for a period of twenty-four (24) months.


The Project Coordination Unit, the executing agency acting on behalf of GOGR, now invites individual consultants interested in undertaking the assignment to submit their Statements of Capability.


In submitting their Statements of Capability, applicants should be aware that they will be assessed based on the following areas:

Experience in Grenada and / or the Caribbean

Availability of Candidate for the proposed consultancy period.


The Consultant shall be eligible for selection if:

(a)
the person is a citizen or bonafide resident of an eligible country: and

(b)
the consultant has no arrangement and undertakes not to make any arrangement whereby any substantial part of the net profits or other tangible benefits of the contract will accrue or be paid to a person not a citizen or bonafide resident of an eligible country


For the purpose of this consultancy, eligible countries are member countries of CDB.


One original and three (3) hard copies of each submission in the English language must be delivered by May 31, 2010 at 3:00 pm local time to the first address below and two hard copies sent simultaneously to the second address below by the same date.  The sealed envelope containing the Statement of Capability must include the name and address of the applicant and should be clearly marked “Statement of Capability: Project Engineer, Schools Rehabilitation and Reconstruction Project, Grenada”


GOGR reserves the right to accept or reject late applications or to cancel this invitation partially or in its entirety. It shall not be bound to assign any reason for not selecting any applicant and will not defray any costs incurred by the applicant in the preparation and submission of statements.
